A Montessori-based religious ed program with levels from age 3 to age 12. The
program is rooted in scripture and liturgy and walks children through Gospel stories
and liturgical rites at their developmental level.

It also
covers the Mass, the Baptism Rite, and special feasts including Christmas, Easter,
and Pentecost.

The Virtues in Practice Program focuses on the same virtue school-wide for a month
at a time.  It covers 27 virtues over a three-year cycle, with 81 saints held as models
of the virtues.  The years focus on the Year of Faith, Year of Hope, and Year of
Charity.
